Your display area may include a backdrop on three sides providing a 
visual barrier between you and other crafters. Tables must have coverings to the floor on all 
four sides. Your display should also include props to showcase your work at various heights, NO 
FLAT TABLE TOPS. Your display should showcase your work to its best ability and provide a 
professional appearance to our shoppers. All aspects of your display must fit within the 
boundary of your display area. Electricity is available in each room for lighting. You must be 
sure your lights are attached to a surge protector, plugged in and working before you complete 
your set up.  You will be notified of your space size at acceptance. 

 
Tables: You may bring your own or rent one from the show at a cost of $14.00 per table.  
 
Tagging: A Crafter Code will be assigned to each show participant. Your tag should include your crafter 

code,  and price.  Your crafter code identifies your items at check out and is used to record your 
sales at the registers during the show. You are paid by what is processed through the 
registers, less the commission.  Please use a pricing gun or print carefully so the tags can be 
easily read.  Your tags are the key to proper payment.  We reserve the right to not display items 
that do not meet the standards of the show. 

 
Inventory: Inventory sheets help us to determine pricing should an item come to the register without a tag. 

An inventory sheet with item descriptions and price is required. 
 
Payment: Checks will be mailed out prior to November 24th.
